In the last two years we have revolutionised the ways we work together. We have developed partnerships and trust, and such amount of good will. And that has enabled us to go forward in oh, oh so many ways more than any one of us could have done on our own. We have an effective UK Vision Strategy a vision for a brighter future. Together we have put in place the foundations for relevant individual country plans, and copies of the England plan and the Scotland plan have been here today.

Work together to build a Vision Strategy for your area, so that you know where you are now, you know where you need to go and what you need to do to get there, this has been the success of the Leeds Vision Strategy.
Prioritise actions: what simply cannot wait and identify what will wait until tomorrow. We have to be realistic it would not be practical to start everything at once. Universally the top two priority actions that cannot wait have been identified as:-
1. Raising awareness of the importance of good eye care and making it accessible to all.
2. Human contact - you heard that just now the importance of that, a person to talk to during difficult times, a person listening to worries and concerns, and a person building bridges to other services.
