Facts about Braille

· All types of material are put into braille, from bank statements to music.

· Braille has been adapted into every known language, from Albanian to Zulu.

· RNIB is the largest producer of braille in Europe.

· RNIB published its first braille book in 1871. Today our National Library Service stocks 25,000 braille books as well as books in other formats, which can be used by blind and partially sighted people – such as audio and large print.

· 95 per cent of books published in the UK every year are not available in braille or other accessible formats for blind and partially sighted people. RNIB campaigns to change this situation.
