Transcript of 'RNIB and braille' audio

Woman 1: Over the years I have bought things from the RNIB. I get the magazines regularly from RNIB like the Television Times and the Radio Times. …various other magazines over the years I've had from them. And of course now they actually run the braille library so I regularly get deliveries of large packages of braille library books from them. So… very much using the RNIB services over the years to get braille. Really, what would we do without them? It is very very important that they continue to do that. And I think it's very important that they continue to provide braille services as well as all the other services that they provide. I really feel strongly that it's important that they do that.
Man 1: I first of all became a client as a music student, and the music section started providing me a number of information, such as where to access… to get the braille music already transcribed and how to order the transcriptions and so on. This is very much organised work and I think, in these days, especially for these couple of years, the quality has been much more improved. 

Woman 2: The RNIB have been a considerable help towards braille music. If there's something that we're singing in the choral society and I haven't got it, I can ring up the Transcriptions Department, and if it hasn't already been put into braille, the Transcriptions Department will do it for me.
Man 2: It's RNIB that's been responsible for producing just about all the books that I used in my study, in my reading of novels… I remember the excitement with which I would go into my library at school as a kid, suddenly I had access to this mass of exciting fiction, just about all of it produced by RNIB. And there was the… RNIB were at Great Portland Street at the time… I still remember the address in the front of every book.

Woman 3: I believe RNIB's constant work on producing braille all over the country… I mean, I'm German, and in Germany unfortunately we don't have as much, well we do have work, they  do work on braille, but I think the awareness of braille in leaflets and papers and documents and magazines is not existing as much as it is over here.

Young girl: Well RNIB has helped me to read more books, and to be able to talk about books with my friends. It's also helped me to learn braille codes, but it's also helped me to learn the braille music code at my own pace.
