"My eye condition is Age-related macular degeneration and it affects me early in the morning when I wake up.  I get a really black cloud if I look up at the ceiling of the bedroom.  I get a black cloud with sort of frilly edges – sort of fringed edges.  It looks rather like Australia in shape, very often.  

And then, as the day wears on, my cloud – which obscures my central vision – takes on the general tone of what I’m looking at.  And so I can always see round about the edges and in full colour, I’m glad to say.  Because I really am very colour conscious – I think my paintings are."
