Choosing walking stick ferrules

A guide to choosing the right ferrule for you and your walking stick.
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1. An introduction to walking stick ferrules

Ferrules are placed on walking sticks to increase the stick's stability and safety on uneven surfaces. It is important that the ferrule provides a good grip and worn ferrules should be replaced.

2. AmbuTech and Coopers 2.1cm and 2.2cm ferrules

The following ferrules will fit the following walking sticks (unless otherwise stated):

· AmbuTech adjustable aluminium walking stick (MW14-15)

· Coopers wooden walking stick (MW35-37)

· Coopers adjustable aluminium walking stick (MW13)
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Black 2.1cm ferrule (MP31) is a heavy-duty ferrule.
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Grey ZZ 2.2cm ferrule (MP77) is fitted with a galvanised steel plate to spread pressure evenly on the ferrule to prolong its life.
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Slipnott 2.2cm ferrule (MP85) is a grey two-piece ferrule that features a metal ball and socket joint that allows the studded base to be in contact with the ground at all times. It is excellent for increased manoeuvrability, stability and safety on uneven surfaces. Note: this ferrule does not fit the Coopers wooden walking stick (MW35-37).

3. Coopers 1.6cm to 1.9cm ferrules

The following ferrules will fit the following walking sticks (unless otherwise stated):

· Coopers adjustable folding walking stick (MW42-43)

· Coopers Swan-handle adjustable walking stick (MW26)

· Coopers Fischer-handle adjustable walking stick (MW20/24)

· Coopers Escort-handle adjustable walking stick (MW30)

· Coopers adjustable walking stick with Tetrapod base (MW41)

· Coopers Fischer-handle fixed length walking stick (MW16/18/22/32 - no longer available from RNIB)
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Grey ZL 1.6cm ferrule (MP50) is fitted with a galvanised steel plate to spread pressure evenly on the ferrule to prolong its life. It fits the Coopers adjustable walking stick with Tetrapod base (MW41). Note: it will fit the other walking sticks listed above, however it will require a little effort to push it on as it is designed for a slightly narrower walking stick shaft.

Black 1.8cm ferrule (MP47) is a heavy-duty ferrule. Note: this ferrule does not fit the Coopers adjustable walking stick with Tetrapod base (MW41).
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Grey 1.8cm ferrule (MP49) is fitted with a galvanised steel plate to spread pressure evenly on the ferrule to prolong its life. Note: this ferrule does not fit the Coopers adjustable walking stick with Tetrapod base (MW41).

Slipnott 1.9cm ferrule (MP46) is a grey two-piece ferrule that features a metal ball and socket joint that allows the studded base to be in contact with the ground at all times. It is excellent for increased manoeuvrability, stability and safety on uneven surfaces. Note: this ferrule does not fit the Coopers adjustable walking stick with Tetrapod base (MW41).
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Stepsafe 1.9cm ferrule (MP84) is a black two-piece ferrule that features a pivoting head that allows the base to be in contact with the ground at all times. It is excellent for increased stability on wet and dry surfaces and when walking on a gradient. It may reduce jarring on the wrist, elbow and shoulder joints and it is also suitable for fitting to crutches. Note: this ferrule does not fit the Coopers adjustable walking stick with Tetrapod base (MW41).
