Under the Consumer Protection (Distance selling) regulations 2000, you have the right to contact us to cancel any order within 7 working days from the day after you receive the goods. We will refund you within 30 days, once you have returned the goods in their original state, following the returns process outlined below. 

Returns process

In addition to changing your mind and cancelling your order within 7 working days, you can return the product within 30 days if you find that it is not suitable. 

You need to contact us within the 30 days of receipt of the order to obtain a unique returns number (RMA) which should be included in the parcel when you return it to us. The product needs to be unused and in its original undamaged packaging. When returning products please ensure that your name and address is included, in whatever format you choose, so that we can be sure of identifying the goods as coming from you.  If you do not include the returns number or your personal details it will cause delays.

If you receive an item which you believe has been damaged in the post, please contact us to obtain a returns number within 7 working days of receipt and send the parcel and its contents back to us. 

Parcels are returned at your own risk. We strongly advise you to get a proof of postage in case the parcel is lost in the post. Please retain the packaging and return the product in good re-saleable condition.
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
