The silk vendetta. 1988. 5v. Historical fiction.

Lenore spent her childhood in the Sallongers' Silk House in the heart of the forest. She grew up with their children yet she knows she is not one of the family. One day her grandmother tells her the tragic story behind their lives and visiting the place of her mother's death in the Villers-Mure, she meets the Count. A story of love and revenge in remote Italian border country.
Hutson, Shaun 

Last rites. 2009. 3v. Horror.

Almost beaten to death by a gang of violent teenagers, schoolmaster Peter Mason wants nothing more than to escape the simmering violence of London, his broken marriage and the memories of his daughter's death. The perfect chance comes in the form of a position at a prestigious boarding school in the heart of the Buckinghamshire countryside. It's the little things. 2009. 4v. General fiction.

She meets Seth Hawthorne, but is he the man she thinks he is?

The girl from number 22. 2004. 5v. General fiction.

The far pavilions. 1997. 14v. Historical fiction.

The far pavilions are the snow-capped peaks of the Himalayas. These mountains, as well as the people and customs of India, form an integral part of this story of romance and adventure spanning a quarter of a century. Ash, born shortly before the Mutiny, is raised as an Indian. Later he is sent to England to be educated. Many problems are to face him when he returns to play his part as a "Sahib".
Kennedy, A L 

Day. 2008. 3v. War stories.

Before Hitler and the bombs Aldred Day was a boy in Staffordshire, helpless to defend his mother, to resist his abusive father. The RAF taught him many things but it didn't prepare him for capture, for the prison camp and the chaos as the war wound down. Now it's 1949 and Alfred has taken the role of an extra in a POW film. Shipped out to Germany and an ersatz camp, he begins to do what he's never dared - to remember.
Kernick, Simon 

Relentless. 2007. 3v. Crime fiction.

Twenties girl. 2009. 5v. Romance.

Mortimer, Carole 

The virgin secretary's impossible boss. 2009. 2v. Mills and Boon romance. 

Linus Harrison's masculinity is a little too much for his sensible, bespectacled assistant, Andrea. Billionaire Linus loves a challenge and relishes his chance to undo Miss Prim and Proper's buttoned-up exterior. It only takes one snowbound Scottish night to ignite the flames of the devilishly handsome businessman's desire. With sparks flying, how can Andi resist?
Mortimer, John 

The anti-social behaviour of Horace Rumpole. 2007. 1v. Humorous fiction.

Murakami, Haruki and Rubin, Jay 

After dark. 2007. 2v. General fiction.

Mari, a nineteen year old girl, is sitting alone in a coffee bar waiting for the night to pass. Takahashi a jazz musician is savouring his bands last all-night rehearsal and has stopped in for some coffee. As the strange events of the dense night unfold it is as if the night has been personified, and the people are just encroaching on its time. 
Nabokov, Vladimir 

Lolita. 1995. 4v. General fiction.

Originally written in 1955, this comic satire of sex and the American ways of life focuses on the love of a middle-aged European for an American nymphet.
Nemirovsky, Irene 

Suite Française. 2007. 5v. War stories.

"Suite Francaise" falls into two parts. The first is a depiction of a group of Parisians as they flee the Nazi invasion and make their way through the chaos of France; the second follows the inhabitants of a small rural community under occupation who find themselves thrown together in ways they never expected. 

Niffenegger, Audrey 

Her fearful symmetry. 2009. 4v. Ghost stories.

Julia and Valentina Poole are normal American teenagers. But everything changes when they receive notice that an aunt whom they didn't know existed has died and left them her flat in an apartment block overlooking Highgate Cemetery in London. They feel that at last their own lives can begin, but have no idea that they've been summoned into a tangle of fraying lives.
Orwell, George 

Keep the aspidistra flying. 2000. 3v. Satire.

Gordon Comstock loathes dull, middle-class respectability and worship of money. He gives up a 'good job' in advertising to work part-time in a bookshop, giving him more time to write. But he slides instead into a self-induced poverty that destroys his creativity and his spirit. Only Rosemary, has the strength to challenge his commitment to his chosen way of life. 
Parsons, Tony 

My favourite wife. 2008. 4v. Family stories.

Snow is silent. 2005. 2v. Crime fiction.

An unassuming insurance clerk, becomes enthralled with a glamorous young woman who entices him to kill her abusive husband. The shipping news. 2006. 4v. General fiction.

Quoyle is a hapless, hopeless hack journalist living and working in New York. When his no-good wife is killed in a spectacular road accident, Quoyle heads for far-flung Newfoundland. With his delinquent daughters, Bunny and Sunshine.
Puzo, Mario 

The Godfather. 2009. 5v. Thriller.

The godfather; book 1. The godfather is an American Mafia leader who stops at nothing to gain and hold power, on the surface a friendly, reasonable man, but in fact a despot and ruthless gang leader.
Pynchon, Thomas 

Inherent vice. 2009. 4v. Crime fiction.

It's been a while since Private eye Doc Sportello has seen his ex-girlfriend. Suddenly out of nowhere she shows up with a story about a plot to kidnap a billionaire land developer whom she just happens to be in love with.

Slaughterhouse-five or The children's crusade: a duty-dance with death. 2000. 2v. Science fiction.

Billy Pilgrim, an American captured by the Germans in the Second World War, is billetted in a slaughterhouse in Dresden and survives the annihilation of the city by the RAF. He later becomes rich and successful, only to find himself transported to another planet from which he returns radiant and full of desire to preach his message.
Walpole, Horace 

The castle of Otranto. 2001. 2v. Classic fiction.

This book gives us a series of catastrophes, ghostly interventions, revelations of identity, and exciting contests. 
Winterson, Jeanette 

Sexing the cherry. 1990. 2v. Fantasy.

In 17th century England, Jordan is found abandoned in the slime of the River Thames and adopted by the Dog Woman. Together they witness the Civil War, the execution of King Charles and the Great Plague. All these events occur alongside an extravagant fantasy where 12 dancing princesses systematically murder their husbands and families live suspended from ceilings.

Bennett, Alan 

Untold stories. 2006. 7v.

The title piece is a poignant family memoir with an account of the marriage of the author's parents, the lives and deaths of his aunts and the uncovering of a long-held family secret. Also included are his diaries from 1996 to 2004, as well as essays, reviews, lectures and reminiscences.
Brand, Jo 

Look back in hunger: the autobiography. 2009. 2v.

Raised in middle class comfort, she left home in her teens to live with someone entirely inappropriate. Her parents were aghast at her behaviour. From her early years growing up in a small south coast town with two brothers who toughened her up, to emerging on stage as 'The Sea Monster'.
Canoville, Paul 

Black and blue: how racism, drugs and cancer almost destroyed me. 2008. 3v.

Canoville was Chelsea's first black first-team player, making his debut in 1982. Injury suddenly ended his career at the age of 24. This started a downward spiral including the death of his baby in his arms, two bouts of lymph cancer, drug abuse and homelessness. In this book, Paul explains why, despite everything, he is more positive than ever.
Goodman, Len 

Better late than never: the autobiography. 2008. 3v.

This is the story of how a man born into poverty in London's East End went on to find stardom late in life when he was chosen to be head judge on BBC One's Strictly Come Dancing. 
Graves, Robert 

Goodbye to all that. 1960. 4v.

The text was written when the author was about to leave England after much personal turmoil. In it the intractable experience of the First World War is digested by Graves' poetic imagination into literature. At the same time, it is one of the most candid self portraits ever drawn, while containing vivid portraits of his close friends.
Hainsworth, Tessa 

Up with the larks: starting again in Cornwall. 2009. 3v.

Having given up a high-powered job and the lifestyle to match, Tessa Hainsworth had no idea how hard she would struggle when, she fulfilled her dream of moving to rural Cornwall. Within months, she is almost ready to return to London but a chance encounter in the local post office leads her to accept the unlikeliest of job offers.
Imlach, Stuart 

My father and other working-class football heroes. 2006. 3v.
Stewart Imlach was a brilliant winger who thrilled the crowd on Saturdays, then worked alongside them in the off-season; who represented Scotland in the 1958 World Cup and never received a cap for his efforts; who was Man of the Match for Nottingham Forest in the 1959 FA Cup Final, and was rewarded with the standard offer - £20 a week, take it or leave it. Gary Imlach knew the highlights of his father's career by heart. But when his dad died he realised they were all he knew.
Kay, Peter 

Saturday night Peter. 2009. 3v.

Picking up from where Peter's autobiography "The Sound of Laughter" left off, "Saturday Night Peter" charts the hilarious journey his career took as he developed and honed his comedy skills by taking to the road and trying out his stand-up material in pubs and clubs across the country. 
Lee, Laurie 

Red sky at sunrise: Cider with Rosie, As I walked out one midsummer morning, A moment of war. 1993. 5v.

Spanning the first twenty-three years of his remarkable life, Laurie Lee's autobiographical trilogy is presented here in one book. From his idyllic childhood in the Cotswolds of the twenties, to the winter of 1937 he returned to Spain in the grip of Civil War and joined the International Brigade.
Madeley, Richard 

Fathers and sons. 2008. 3v.

Richard Madeley is fascinated by the speed of change in family life and how being a father has changed since the time of his father and grandfather. He remembers no affection or endearments from his dad and was packed off to a desolate boarding school in an echo of his own father's betrayal. Richard's mother, a Canadian, introduced more loving and demonstrative relationships which Richard has continued with his own son and step-sons.
Niven, David 

The moon's a balloon. 2005. 4v.

David Niven's childhood days, his humiliating expulsion from school and to his army years and wartime service. After the war, he returned to America and there came his Hollywood success in films such as "Wuthering Heights" and "Around the world in 80 days".
Pemberton, Max 

Where does it hurt?: what the junior doctor did next. 2009. 2v.

He's into his 2nd year of medicine, but this time Max is out of the wards and onto the streets, working for the Phoenix Outreach Project. Fuelled by tea and more enthusiasm than experience, he attempts to locate and treat a wide and colourful range of patients.
Thatcher, Carol 

A swim-on part in the goldfish bowl: a memoir. 2008. 3v.

In this memoir, she tells us about what it was like to grow up as The Milk Snatcher's daughter, to be the sister of the more (in)famous Mark, and to live a life that she describes as a 'swim-on part in the goldfish bowl'.

Capote, Truman 

In cold blood: a true account of a multiple murder and its consequences. 1967. 4v.
On a November night in 1959 a wealthy Kansas farmer, his wife and their two teenage daughters were shot and killed. The two young men who had murdered them were eventually hanged for the crime. In the six year interim, Truman Capote researched and wrote this book, an investigative classic which raises as many compelling and horrifying questions as it answers.
History

Cooke, Alistair 

Alistair Cooke's American journey: life on the home front in the Second World War. 2007. 4v.

His prescient observations on what was happening and considerations on where America was headed provide a clearer understanding of a critical moment in world history just prior to the dropping of the Atomic bomb.
