Seventy-two-year-old August Brill tries to push back thoughts of things he would prefer to forget - his wife's recent death and the horrific murder of his granddaughter's boyfriend, Titus - by telling himself stories. Brill gradually opens up to his granddaughter, recounting the story of his marriage and confronting the grim reality of Titus's death.

Lucas Ruiz is manager of the new hotel on the block, and wants to bring modern boutique-chic to the States. 
Bakewell, Joan 

All the nice girls. 2009. 5v. Price: £17.99. Order No: 22077202. General fiction.

As part of the war effort the Ashworth Grammar School for Girls signs up for the Merchant Navy's Ship Adoption Scheme. The choices that follow will disrupt all their lives, reverberating even to the next generation, when, decades later, life and love are on the line again.

Demonstorm. 2008. 10v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21988902. Fantasy.

Legends of the Raven series; book 3. The dragons have gone home, the elves are safe. The Raven have kept their promises. As the war between the colleges rages on an old enemy senses that his chance to revenge a bitter defeat has come. Can even the Raven prevail when the world is coming to an end?

Barr, Emily 

The sisterhood. 2008. 6v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21935002. General fiction.

After a night of drowning her sorrows leads to an unexpected one-night stand, Elizabeth finds herself pregnant, alone and vulnerable. Helen has just discovered she has a sister she didn't know she had. Helen sets out to find her sister and reunite her with her long-lost mother. 

Binchy, Maeve 
This year it will be different. 2008. 4v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21925403. General fiction.
Binchy evokes power shifts in families, unwelcome discoveries, conspiracies, affairs, forgiveness, sorrow and the rebirth of optimism with her usual warmth and sympathy.
Blecher, M 

Scarred hearts; translated by Henry Howard with an introduction by Paul Bailey. 2008. 3v. Price: £12.99. Order No: 21923402. Biographical fiction.

In Berck-sur-Mer, on the edge of the sea, a young man named Emanuel lies ill. He has come to a sanatorium to undergo a cure that is almost as dreadful as his illness. He becomes accustomed to the strangeness of his new world and discovers that life within the sanatorium is as vibrant and chaotic as the one he left in Paris. 

Bowling, Harry 

The Ironmonger's daughter. 1990. 9v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21975002. Family stories.

Ironmonger Street in 1920 is one of the most unsightly turnings in Bermondsey. Connie and Molly are born to two sisters in a slum block: one is born illegitimate, the other disabled. They grow up together and won't be parted for the world, until Connie gets a new job and a new man.

Bowling, Tom 

The antigallican. 2008. 5v. Price: £10.99. Order No: 21924002. Sea stories.

Jersey fishing captain, Jean Cotterell is rescued by a French frigate - The Hortense - off the Grand Banks of Nova Scotia in May 1794. The Hortense is part of Republican Admiral Jan Van Stabel's great fleet of over 100 ships bringing American corn to France. Lord Howe's Channel Fleet is off to the French coast, hoping to intercept them. 
Brown, Dan 

The lost symbol. 2009. 10v. Price: £18.99. Order No: 22186102. Thriller.

Robert Langdon series; book 3. Set over a breathtaking 12 hour time span, the book's narrative takes the reader on an exhilarating journey through an unexpected landscape as Professor of Symbology, Robert Langdon, is once again called into action.

Connelly, Michael 

The black echo.1997. 7v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21868102. Crime fiction.

Harry Bosch series; book 1. A body has been found in a drainage tunnel and Harry Bosch knows him. Billy Meadows was a fellow tunnel-rat out in Vietnam. At first Meadows looks like just another overdose victim but then comes news that he may have been involved in a huge bank heist eight months earlier. When Harry goes to the Feds they dismiss both him and his evidence out of hand.
Cook, Robin 

Foreign body. 2008. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21873902. Thriller.

While half-listening to a news report Jennifer Hernandez hears that her grandmother had died, a day after undergoing a hip replacement in New Delhi's Queen Victoria Hospital. Devastated, Jennifer heads to India, where she presses for information. And as the death count grows, so do the questions, leading Jennifer and her mentor Dr Laurie Montgomery to unveil a sinister, multilayered conspiracy of global proportions.
Cronin, A J 

Hatter's castle. 2008. 12v. Price: £21.45. Order No: 21973802. Family stories.

A story of a family in the Lowlands of Scotland, whose lives were dominated by an arrogant father.

Cussler, Clive 

Arctic drift. 2008. 8v. Price: £18.99. Order No: 21973902. Thriller.

Dirk Pitt series; book 20. A potential breakthrough discovery to reverse global warming, a series of unexplained sudden deaths in British Colombia, a rash of international incidents between the United States and one of its closest allies that threatens to erupt into an actual shooting war. NUMA director Dirk Pitt has reason to believe there's a connection here somewhere, but there is little time to find it before events escalate out of control.
Drabble, Margaret 

The Red Queen: a transcultural tragicomedy. 2005. 6v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21867902. Historical fiction. 

Though inhabiting a jade, silk and jewelled world, the Crown Princess must also contend with the murderous impulses of her husband, Sado, who is touched by madness. 200 years later, the Crown Princess's story has a deep and far-reaching effect on Dr Babs Halliwell. Babs feels that she must do something to keep her story alive - but what is it?

Ebershoff, David 

The 19th wife. 2009. 10v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21977402. General fiction.

As a young boy Jordan was expelled from his family’s secretive polygamous Mormon sect. Now his father has been found shot dead and one of his many wives - Jordan's mother - is accused of the crime. Over a century earlier, Ann Eliza Young, nineteenth wife of the second Prophet of the Mormon Church, leads a crusade to end polygamy in the United States. Contains strong language and is unsuitable for family reading.
Ellory, R J 

Fallon, Jane 

Got you back. 2008. 6v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21920902. Chick lit.

James never intended to lead a double life, with a wife in London and a mistress in the country. But that's all about to change when Stephanie finds a text message from a strange woman on her husband's mobile. 
Flynn, Katie 

Sunshine and shadows. 2008. 6v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21873802. General fiction.

Daisy Kildare lives with her family in a cottage perched on the Connemara coast. The Kildares are poor but happy. But when their croft is wrested from them, Daisy's Aunt Jane offers to take Daisy back to Liverpool so that the child can be a companion to her employers' orphaned niece, Cynthia. Though she and Cynthia don't get along, she meets Jake, the chauffeur's son, and life in Liverpool becomes easier to bear. 

Francis, Clare 

Unforgotten. 2008. 7v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21973302. Thriller.

After five years, lawyer Hugh Gwynne's most difficult case has finally come to court then Hugh receives an anonymous letter that throws him into an impossible dilemma. To stay on the case is unethical, to withdraw will threaten its success, and his client Tom Deacon, revealing himself in an entirely new light, makes it clear that such treachery will not be forgiven.

Fyfield, Frances 
Blood from stone. 2008. 6v. Price: £12.99. Order No: 21914802. Crime fiction.
Marianne Shearer is at the height of her career, a dauntingly successful barrister, respected by her peers and revered by her clients. So why has she killed herself? Had this wholly professional and unemotional lawyer been struck by guilt or uncertainty, or is there some secret to be discovered in her blandly comfortable private life?

Gabaldon, Diana 

Cross stitch. 1994. 18v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21028701. Historical fiction.

Outlander; book 1. In 1945, Claire Randall is back from the war and reunited with her husband on a second honeymoon in Scotland. Innocently she walks through a stone circle in the Highlands, and finds herself in a violent skirmish taking place in 1743. Suddenly she is a Sassenach, an outlander, in a country torn by war and by clan feuds. Contains passages of a sexual nature and strong language.
Gabaldon, Diana 
Dragonfly in amber. 1994. 20v. Price: £8.99. Order No: 21974502. Historical fiction.
Outlander series; book 2. For twenty years, Claire Randall has kept her secrets. But now she is returning with her grown daughter to the majesty of Scotland's mist-shrouded hills. Here, Claire plans to reveal the mystery of an ancient circle of standing stones, about a love that transcends the boundaries of time, and about James Fraser, a warrior whose gallantry once drew the young Claire from the security of her century to the dangers of his. Contains strong language and passages of a sexual nature. 

Galloway, Steven 

The cellist of Sarajevo. 2009. 3v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21976902. General fiction. 

Snipers in the hills overlook the shattered streets of Sarajevo. Kenan faces the agonizing dilemma of crossing the city to get water for his family. Dragan, gripped by fear, does not know who among his friends he can trust. And Arrow, a young woman counter-sniper must push herself to the limits - of body and soul, fear and humanity. Unsuitable for family reading. 

Gemmell, David A 

Midnight falcon. 2000. 9v. Fantasy. Price: £12.60; £39.87; £108.00. Order No: 592823
Rigante; book 2. Seventeen-year-old Bane, illegitimate son of King Connovar, comes to the city of Stone, a place of gladiatorial combat, corruption and religious terror. Embittered by his father's refusal to acknowledge him, Bane's wildness leads to bloodshed, before friendship and betrayal force him to accept the complexities of power and responsibility. 
Goddard, Robert 

Caught in the light. 1998. 7v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21974702. Thriller.

Photographer Ian Jarrett falls in love with a woman he meets on an assignment in Vienna, but she then disappears from his life as mysteriously as she entered it. Searching frantically for her he meets a psychotherapist seeking a former patient, who believes she is the reincarnation of Marion Esguard, hailing from Regency times, and possibly the inventor of photography.

Griffiths, Sharon 

The accidental time traveller. 2008. 5v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21902702. Romance.

Journalist Rosie Hartford reluctantly sets off for her latest assignment: an interview with one of the residents of The Meadows, a grotty local estate about to become the set for a major reality TV show, The 1950s House. But stepping through the front door, Rosie finds herself in a different house - and transported back in time. She's obviously a contestant on the 1950s show!

Grisham, John 

The appeal. 2008. 6v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21947202. Thriller.

In a crowded courtroom in Mississippi, a jury returns a shocking verdict against a chemical company accused of dumping toxic waste into a small town's water supply, causing the worst "cancer cluster" in history. The chemical company is owned by a Wall Street predator named Carl Trudeau. Through an intricate web of conspiracy and deceit, his political operatives recruit a young, unsuspecting candidate. They finance him, manipulate him, market him, and mould him into a potential Supreme Court justice.

Harland, M V 

Your country needs you! 2008. 4v. Price: £9.99. Order No: 21937102. Satire.

Sleaze, corruption and conceit have been the hallmarks of successive elected Governments and the Queen has had enough! Convinced that ordinary citizens selected at random by a new computer can run the world's fourth biggest economy just as effectively, she abolishes Parliament as we know it. 
Harper, Nina 

Succubus in the city. 2009. 6v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21934502. Fantasy.

Succubus series; book 1. Lily has what looks like the perfect life: a fabulous day job at a fashion magazine; and a great group of girlfriends who are always there for her. She also just-so-happens to be a succubus: an immortal demon who draws her power from other men's pleasure. Just once, Lily would like to wake up in the morning to something more than a pile of ashes but, contractually bound to Satan, she will only be released if someone truly loves her. 

Harry, Lilian 
The girls they left behind. 1996. 8v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21974602. Family stories.
April grove series; book 2. Set in Portsmouth at the time of the Blitz. Betty Chapman, secretly engaged to local boy Graham Philpott, joins the Land Army, and finds herself working alongside a devastatingly attractive man. Her newly married sister, Olive Harker, must decide whether or not to risk having a baby - knowing that she may become a widow at any moment. Nancy Baxter offers comfort to lonely sailors, while her young son runs wild with a gang of local kids.

Heller, Mandasue 

Shafted. 2007. 6v. Price: £11.99. Order No: 21936902. Thriller.

Larry Logan is a small-time TV star. Gutted when his latest show is axed, the only work he can get is fronting a fake game show - actually an undercover police sting to entrap criminals. When the show rockets his career back to prime time stardom and lovely, shy Stephanie enters his life he thinks he finally has it made. But he shafted some dangerous men - and they want revenge.

Heller, Zoe 

The believers. 2008. 6v. Price: £16.99. Order No: 21937502. Family stories.

When Audrey makes a devastating discovery about her husband, she is forced to re-examine everything she thought she knew about their forty-year marriage. In the course of battling their own demons and each other, every member of the family is called upon to decide what, if anything, they still believe in.

Holden, Wendy 

Filthy rich. 2008. 8v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21975202. Chick lit.

When Mary meets Monty, heir to a stately pile, happiness seems assured. But as the mansion crumbles, passion wanes along with the heating. Beth exchanges Holland Park for simple weekends at the country cottage her banker husband’s bonus has bought. WAG Alexandra needs a country mansion fast. Morag wears hemp trousers and makes her own Weetabix. When the village launches an allotment project they become dramatically embroiled in a bitter struggle over sex, power and money, which threatens to blight more than everyone's carrots.
Howatch, Susan 

The rich are different. 1978. 16v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21854502. Family stories.

When ambitious, exciting Dinah Slade becomes passionately - and dangerously - involved in the private and public life of American millionaire Paul Van Zale, it is the beginning of a violent battle over his business empire and a ruthless struggle by two women to win his heart. 

James, Erica 

Tell it to the skies. 2008. 8v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21903902. General fiction.

The beautiful city of Venice has been Lydia's home for many years. Then one day she glimpses a young man's face in the crowd. He's a heart-stopping reminder of a dreadful secret she believed she had banished to the past. Now, twenty-eight years later, Lydia is persuaded to leave behind the safe new life she has created for herself and return to England to face the past. 
James, Peter 

Dead simple. 2005. 6v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21988202. Crime fiction. 

DS Roy Grace series; book 1. It was a harmless stag-night prank. But a few hours later, the groom is left buried in a coffin and the four friends who know where he is are dead. With three days until the wedding, Detective Superintendent Grace begins to investigate the shocking events of the night in question. Contains strong language.

Kay, Jackie 

Sonata. 2006. 1v. Price: £1.00. Order No: 22167302. Short stories.

Picador shots series. Two strangers meet on a train and connect in a way that one only can when you know that you only have a few hours together, and that anything you do or say will never be held against you. One is a good listener and one is a good talker - they are the perfect combination. What will become of them?

The brutal art. 2008. 7v. Price: £12.99. Order No: 21974102. Thriller.
In a decaying New York slum, an elderly tenant has disappeared, leaving behind a huge collection of brilliant paintings. For art dealer Ethan Muller, this is the discovery of a lifetime. He displays the pictures in his gallery and watches as they rocket up in value. But suddenly the police want to talk to him. It seems the missing artist had a sinister past. Contains strong language and passages of a sexual nature.

Mitch is a handsome, insatiable 22-year-old hunk who never lets a clue stand in the way of a steamy encounter. When Reg Walworth is found dead in a cabinet, Sir James Eagle has his servant Weeks immediately arrested as the killer. But, Mitch's observant eye pegs more plausible possibilities: polysexual chauffeur Hibbert, queenly pervert Leonard Eagle, missing scion Rex, sadistic copper Kennington and even Sir James Eagle himself. Dandy Gilver series; book 4. When a circus comes to spend the winter at the neighbouring estate to Gilverton, Dandy Gilver's two sons are cock-a-hoop and they are not alone in their excitement. But when Dandy Gilver is asked to investigate a series of nasty tricks taking place in the circus she discovers a hotbed of passion and resentment she cannot begin to understand. 

Malamud, Bernard 

The fixer. 1967. 6v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21853002. Historical fiction.

Kiev, in the years before World War I, is a hotbed of anti-Semitism. When a 12-year-old Russian boy is found stabbed to death, his body drained of blood, the accusation of ritual murder is made against the Jews. Yokov Bok, a carpenter, is blamed, arrested and imprisoned without indictment.

Messingham, Simon 
The doctor trap. 2008. 3v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21977002. Science fiction.
Doctor Who series. Sebastiene was perhaps once human. He might look like a nineteenth-century nobleman, but in truth he is a ruthless hunter. He's brought together the finest hunters in the universe to play the most dangerous game for the deadliest quarry of them all. They are hunting for the last of the Time Lords - the Doctor.
Morrison, Toni 

A mercy. 2008. 3v. Price: £15.99. Order No: 21934202. Historical fiction.

In the 1680s the slave trade was still in its infancy. A mercy reveals what lies under the surface of slavery, and the opening chapter of the story of sugar, which was to eat up millions of lives. 

Murdoch, Iris 

Under the net. 2002. 5v. Price: £8.99. Order No: 21851702. General fiction.

Jake Donaghue, a likeable young man making his living from translation work and sponging on friends, meets up with an old flame, Anna and is led into a series of fantastic adventures. He is captivated by majestic philosopher, Hugo Belfounder, whose profoundly inconclusive reflections give the book its title, under the net of language.
Nin, Anais 

A spy in the house of love. 2001. 2v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21849902. Erotic fiction.

Beautiful, bored and bourgeoise, Sabina leads a double life inspired by her relentless desire for brief encounters with near-strangers. But when the secrecy of her affairs becomes too much to bear, Sabina makes a late night phone-call to a stranger from a bar, and begins a confession that captivates the unknown man and soon inspires him to seek her out.
O'Loughlin, Ed 

Not untrue and not unkind. 2009. 6v. Price: £12.99. Order No: 22145302. General fiction.

In Dublin, a newspaper editor called Cartwright is found dead. One of his colleagues, Owen Simmons, discovers a dossier on Cartwright's desk including a photograph, which brings him back to a dusty road in Africa and to the woman he once loved. Contains strong language and passages of a sexual nature.

O'Neill, Joseph 

Netherland. 2009. 4v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21986701. Psychological fiction.

Alone in New York, Dutchman Hans van den Broek seeks refuge in the game of his childhood - cricket. Years later a friend is found murdered and Hans is forced to remember his unlikely friendship with Chuck - a dreamer, visionary, and perhaps something darker. Contains strong language.
Patterson, James and Ledwidge, Michael 

Run for your life. 2009. 4v. Price: £18.99. Order No: 22121902. Thriller.

Michael Bennett; book 2. No one knows who The Teacher is or where he came from. Now it is time for everyone to learn his name as he teaches New York a lesson it will never forget. Intent on exacting revenge and causing mass hysteria, he embarks on the worst killing spree the city has ever seen. 
Prado, Benjamin 

Snow is silent. 2005. 3v. Price: £10.99. Order No: 21848902. Crime fiction.

An unassuming insurance clerk, becomes enthralled with a glamorous young woman who entices him to kill her abusive husband. Once the murder has occurred she disappears and the clerk finds himself falling into an abyss of betrayal masterminded by one of his friends.
Ralph, Anna 

Before I knew him. 2008. 4v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21868702. Psychological fiction.

Leo Fisch is a young man with a brilliant future ahead of him. Then when a sinister discovery is made in a forest near Leo's home town, a figure from childhood re-enters his life. David Caldwell is tough and aggressive; the very opposite of the company Leo now keeps. Unlikely friends, they are bound by a shared summer - and a shared secret - they had promised to forget. 
Remarque, Erich Maria 

All quiet on the western front; translated from the German by Brian Murdoch. 1996. 4v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 22076802. War stories.

In 1914, at the age of 18, the author went straight from school into the army and was sent to the Western Front. During the course of the war, his mother died and all his friends were killed. At the end of the war, he found himself alone in the world. This book tells of the sacrifice of a generation.
Renault, Mary 

The mask of Apollo. 1974. 8v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21972402. Historical fiction.

Nikeratos, the gifted tragic actor at the centre of political and cultural activity in Athens, 400 BC, carries a golden mask of Apollo. Only a mascot at first, the mask gradually turns into Nikeratos' conscience as he encounters famous thinkers, actors, and philosophers, including the famous Plato himself.

Rendell, Ruth 
Portobello. 2008. 5v. Price: £18.99. Order No: 21938102. Psychological fiction.
On a shopping trip one day, Eugene came across an envelope containing money. Rather than report the matter to the police, he wrote a note and stuck it up on lamp post near his house: 'Found in Chepstow Villas, a sum of money between eighty and a hundred and sixty pounds. Anyone who has lost such a sum should apply to the phone number below.' In "The light fantastic", the Discworld is moving towards a seemingly inevitable collision with a malevolent red star, and it has only one possible saviour. Proulx, Annie
