Buchan, Elizabeth

The good wife. 2003. 3v. Family stories.

Fanny Savage has always been the dutiful wife. Married to Will, a politician with big ambitions, her life is a whirlwind of public engagements. Bound by loyalty to the party, she is required to look good and remain silent. But Fanny is no fool. She's well aware that the world outside her privileged home is one that seethes with despair, danger, division and lack of faith. She knows how fragile happiness can be. After twenty years of marriage and self-sacrifice, she begins to question her own concepts of fulfilment. Was being the Good Wife worth it after all?

Buchan, Elizabeth

The second wife. 2007. 3v. General fiction. 
What happens when the mistress gets her man? Against the odds, that's what happened to Minty. She stole her best friend Rose's husband Nathan and made him her own. But now that she's got what she wanted - marriage, kids, a family home - she's discovering a few things she didn't bargain on: the cold shoulder from Nathan's other family, her husband's middle age and growing distance...and accepting that first wives don't just go away.
Chandler, Raymond

The long goodbye. 2005. 4v. Crime fiction.

Philip Marlowe; book 7. Down-and-out drunk Terry Lennox's millionaire wife is dead and he needs to get out of LA fast. So he turns to his only friend in the world: Philip Marlowe, Private Investigator. He's willing to help a man down on his luck, but later Lennox commits suicide in Mexico and things start to turn nasty. Marlowe is sure Lennox didn't kill his wife, but how many more stiffs will turn up before he gets to the truth?

Clancy, Tom

Red rabbit. 2003. 7v. Thriller.

Jack Ryan; book 3. Long before he was President, before he fought terrorist attacks, before a submarine named Red October made its perilous way across the Atlantic, Jack Ryan was temporarily living in England while researching a book. He came to the attention of the CIA's Deputy Director, Vice Admiral James Greer and Sir Basil Charleston of the SIS. When Greer asked him if he wanted to come aboard as a freelance analyst, Jack was quick to accept. One of his first assignments turns up an amazing tale: Top Soviet officials were planning to assassinate the Pope, John Paul II. 
Collins, Jackie

Deadly embrace. 2002. 5v. General fiction.

Distraught after finding out her father has been hiding secrets from her all her life - and is possibly involved with the mob - Madison flies to L.A. only to find herself held hostage by masked gunmen. Michael Castelli is being accused of murder. But has he been set up as pay-back for a deed in his past? And could his daughter's life or death situation be connected? 
Conrad, Joseph

Lord Jim. 1994. 5v. Classic fiction.

The central figure is Jim, the sensitive first mate of the Patna. "Lord Jim" traces the development of this character as he moulds himself and the society in which he is marooned. Plain Jim becomes Tuan or "Lord Jim".

Cornwell, Bernard

Enemy of God: a novel of Arthur. 1997. 5v. Historical fiction.

The warlord chronicles: book 2. Arthur, having won the battle against the Saxons, leads the southern British Kingdoms. But other problems exist. The Druid Merlin wants to restore the island to its old Gods, to which end he is pursuing a Cauldron, one of the Thirteen Treasures. Opposing Merlin are the Christians. To Merlin and the warrior Derfel, the quest for the Cauldron far outranks any battle.

Cox, Josephine

Bad boy Jack. 2002. 5v. Family stories.

Eighteen years ago when Harry was a boy, he had made a decision that drove him from the place he knew and loved. But he had never forgotten that warm, carefree girl with the laughing eyes. Now for the first time in all those years, Harry is heading back. Excited, afraid, and full of doubts, he needs to know how events of the past have shaped Judy's life.

Crace, Jim

Quarantine. 1997. 2v. Historical fiction.

Judea, about two thousand years ago; there were five of them, strung out along the road. Three men, a woman and, far behind, a fifth person - barefooted and without a staff, water or food This novel follows a thirty-something Galilean called Jesus and his five companions as they set out into the desert to fast for forty days.

Defoe, Daniel

Robinson Crusoe. 1994. 3v. Classic fiction/Adventure.

Robinson Crusoe, set ashore on an island after a terrible storm at sea, is forced to make do with only a knife, some tobacco, and a pipe. He learns how to build a canoe, make bread, and endure endless solitude. That is, until, twenty-four years later, when he confronts another human being.
Dickens, Charles

Oliver Twist. 1994. 3v. Classic fiction.

Oliver Twist is an orphan who was born in a workhouse. After an unhappy apprenticeship, Oliver runs away to London where he falls in with thieves, headed by Fagin. He is rescued by Mr Brownlow but the gang kidnap him back. Oliver discovers the identity of his parents and the gang is exposed.

Dunmore, Helen

Burning bright. 2008. 3v. General fiction.

A 16-year-old girl leaves home to live with her Finnish lover, Kai and his business partner, Tony. Nadine is bright but naive, she likes feeling looked after and doesn't question where the money comes from. The story charts her growing friendship with the elderly Enid who is a sitting tenant.
Ellroy, James

The black dahlia. 1993. 4v. Thriller.

L A Quartet; book 1. Los Angeles, 10th January 1947: a beautiful young woman walked into the night and met her horrific destiny. Five days later, her tortured body was found drained of blood and cut in half. The newspapers called her 'The black dahlia'. Two cops are caught up in the investigation that takes them to the core of the dead girl's twisted life.

Ellory, R J

A simple act of violence. 2008. 6v. Crime fiction.

Detective Robert Miller is assigned to the case of a serial killer in Washington, at the time of mid-term elections. Rapidly things begin to complicate. The victims do not officially exist. Their personal details do not register on any known systems. As Miller unearths ever more disturbing facts, he starts to face truths so far-removed from his own reality that he begins to fear for his life.

Fairstein, Linda A

The kills. 2004. 4v. Crime fiction.

Alex Cooper; book 6. Prosecuting Andrew Tripping for the assault of Paige Vallis is already hard enough for Assistant District Attorney Alexandra Cooper. Without evidence or forensics, Alex is pinning her hopes on two contrasting individuals: Kevin Bessemer, Tripping's cellmate at Rikers, who claims to have incriminating information; and Dulles, Tripping's ten-year-old son, who was in the house on the night in question. But on the way from Rikers to meet Alex, Bessemer manages to escape. Then, as the trial begins, a murder overtakes the events inside the courtroom, and Alex is plunged into a race against time to discover the truth.
Francis, Dick

Second wind. 2007. 3v. Thriller.

When meteorologist Peter Stuart is offered a Caribbean hurricane-chasing ride in a small plane, he learns more secrets from the flight than windspeeds.

Galsworthy, John

The Forsyte saga. 2008. 10v. Classic fiction/Family stories.

The Forsyte Saga traces the changing fortunes of the wealthy Forsyte dynasty through fifty years of material triumph and emotional disaster.

Garcia Marquez, Gabriel 

One hundred years of solitude. 2000. 4v. Classic fiction/Family stories.

A saga spanning three generations of the Buendia family. Jose Buendia founds a town in the heart of the South American Jungle and the family is dominated by his passion for alchemy. But the world is changing, and succeeding generations are caught up in a political and social turmoil.

Gaskell, Elizabeth

Cranford and other stories. 2007. 5v. Classic fiction.

In the village of Cranford, decorum is maintained at all times. Despite their poverty, the ladies are never vulgar about money (or their lack of it), and always follow the rules of propriety. But this discretion and gentility does not keep away tragedy; and when the worst happens, the Amazons of Cranford show the true strength of their honest affections.

Graves, Robert
I, Claudius: from the autobiography of Tiberius Claudius. 2006. 5v. Classic fiction.

Despised for his weakness and regarded by his family as little more than a stammering fool, the nobleman Claudius quietly survives the intrigues, bloody purges and mounting cruelty of the imperial Roman dynasties. In I, Claudius he watches from the sidelines to record the reigns of its emperors.

Hardy, Thomas

Jude the obscure. 1994. 5v. Classic fiction.

Jude Fawley, a stone-mason, has already suffered. His academic ambitions were thwarted by his poverty and class: trapped in a loveless marriage, he is now alone but not free. He comes to love his cousin Sue who, seemingly emancipated, is herself miserably married. Together they defy conventional morality to seize a chance of happiness.

Heller, Zoe

Notes on a scandal. 2007. 3v. General fiction.

When the new teacher first arrives, Barbara immediately senses that this woman will be different from the rest of her staff-room colleagues. But Barbara is not the only one to feel that Sheba is special, and before too long Sheba is involved in an illicit affair with a pupil.

Hemingway, Ernest

A farewell to arms. 1999. 3v. Classic fiction.

An American's love for an English nurse during the First World War ends in tragedy.

Hill, Reginald

A clubbable woman: a Dalziel and Pascoe novel. 1994. 3v. Crime fiction.
Dalziel and Pascoe; book 1. Home from the Rugby Club after taking a nasty knock in a match, Connon finds his wife even more uncommunicative than usual. After passing out on his bed for five hours, he comes downstairs to discover communication has been cut off forever - by a hole in the middle of her forehead. Down at the club passions run high, on and off the field. 
Hoffman, Jilliane

Plea of insanity. 2007. 6v. Crime fiction. 

The perfect father and model husband, David Marquette seemingly just snapped. His experienced defence team claims paranoid delusions caused by schizophrenia drove him to slaughter his entire family, but his prosecutor believes Marquette could be responsible for a string of unsolved, brutal homicides.

Hutchinson, Meg

All is not enough. 2007. 4v. Family stories.

With mounting disbelief, Regan Trent realises that the death of her beloved mother has left her totally at her stepfather's mercy. To this ruthless man, Regan is simply an obstacle between him and the Trent fortune. Promised in marriage to a sadistic pervert, Regan prefers to take her chance in the wide world. But Huntley will stop at nothing to achieve his cruel ambitions.

Irving, John

Until I find you. 2005. 10v. General fiction.

Jack Burns' mother, Alice, is a tattoo artist in search of the boy's father. To fund her journey, she plies her trade in the seaports of the North Sea as she tries to track her four-year-old son's errant father. Jack studies in Canada and New England, but his life is still shaped by the events of his childhood quest. It is only when he becomes a Hollywood actor that what he has experienced in the past comes into telling play in his present.
Ishiguro, Kazuo

Nocturnes: five stories of music and nightfall. 2009. 2v. Short stories.

From the piazzas of Italy to the Malvern Hills, a London flat to the 'hush-hush floor' of an exclusive Hollywood hotel, the characters we encounter range from young dreamers to cafe musicians to faded stars, all of them at some moment of reckoning.

Jackson, David

Bugz contact. 2008. 4v. Science fiction.

The Ashcroft family has to face the fact that we are not alone as we make discoveries at CERN in Switzerland. All this is set in 2042 with climate change and food shortages being a petty nothing compared to the imminent annihilation of the planet by rival alien beings.

James, P D

The lighthouse. 2006. 4v. Crime fiction.

Adam Dalgliesh; book 13. Combe Island off the Cornish coast has a bloodstained history of piracy and cruelty but now, privately owned, it offers respite to over-stressed men and women. But the peace of Combe is violated when one of the distinguished visitors is bizarrely murdered. Adam Dalgliesh has hardly begun to unravel the mystery when there is a second brutal killing.

James, P D

The private patient. 2009. 4v. Crime fiction.

Adam Dalgliesh; book 14. When the notorious investigative journalist Rhoda Gradwyn booked into Mr Chandler-Powell's private clinic in Dorset for the removal of a disfiguring facial scar, she had every prospect of a successful operation by a distinguished surgeon, and the beginning of a new life. She was never to leave Cheverell Manor alive. Dalgliesh and his team, called in to investigate the murder.

Jewell, Lisa

31 Dream Street. 2007. 4v. Family stories.
In a rambling house, failed poet Toby Dobbs has created a refuge for people who need one. But when a quiet tragedy and an unwelcome letter interrupt Toby's sedate existence, he needs his housemates to find some direction in their lives. Can Toby and Leah help these misfits to grow up, move on and move out? And in doing so, can they make their own dreams come true?

Jones, Belinda

The love academy. 2007. 4v. Romance.

Kirsty's magazine sends her to a majestic Venetian palazzo to attend the much gossiped-about Love Academy to prove her editor's theory that this 'school for singles' is nothing more than an escort agency with a sexy accent and fancy glass chandeliers. But what if her editor is wrong and their promise of true amore is for real? 
Joyce, James

A portrait of the artist as a young man. 2000. 4v. Classic fiction.

The portrayal of Stephen Dedalus's Dublin childhood and youth, his quest for identity through art and his gradual emancipation from the claims of family, religion and Ireland itself, is also an oblique self-portrait of the young James Joyce and a universal testament to the artist's 'eternal imagination'.

Joyce, James

Ulysses. 2000. 10v. Classic fiction.

The novel deals with the events of one day in Dublin, 16th June 1904, now known as "Bloomsday". The principal characters are Stephen Dedalus, Leopold Bloom and his wife Molly.

Koontz, Dean R 

The darkest evening of the year. 2008. 3v. Thriller.

Amy Redwing recklessly risks everything in her chosen field of dog rescue, when she confronts a violent drunk in order to rescue Nickie, a beautiful golden retriever. Riding shotgun nervously is her friend and lover, Brian, an architect who would marry her if only she were not so committed to these crazy heroics! But everything is due to change in the Redwing household. Someone is trying to destroy Amy. 
Lawrence, D H

Lady Chatterley's lover. 2006. 5v. Classic fiction.

Constance Chatterley is deeply unhappy; married to an invalid, she is almost as inwardly paralysed as her husband. Oppressed by her dreary life, she finds refuge and regeneration in the arms of Mellors the game-keeper.

Lawrence, D H

Women in love. 2007. 7v. Classic fiction.

This continues the story of Ursula and Gudrun Brangwen begun in "The Rainbow". The Brangwen sisters are now teachers in Beldover, a small town dominated by a colliery. Ursula falls in love with Birkin, while Gudrun has a tragic affair with Gerald, son of the colliery owner.

Lennox, Marion

A special kind of family. 2009. 2v. Romance.

Having accepted a new job and rejected a marriage proposal, Dr Erin Carmody was already reeling. After crashing her car and staggering to the door of GP Dom Carmichael, she barely knew which way was up. And that's how she reasoned the crazy, wonderful attraction she felt for this man on first sight.

Lively, Penelope

Moon tiger. 2006. 2v. General fiction.

Lucien and Marie-Neige have been "like two flammable matches side by side in a tinderbox." But their attraction, like many of the undercurrents in this turbulent, wandering novel, is one of many strong passions that can only indirectly be expressed.

Paton, Alan

Cry, the beloved country: a story of comfort in desolation. 2002. 3v. General fiction.

This novel depicting the social and racial problems of South Africa, is of a humble Zulu pastor whose son is involved in the murder of a white man.

Reichs, Kathy

206 bones. 2009. 3v. Crime fiction.

Temperance Brennan; book 12. Dr Temperance Brennan is accused of mishandling the autopsy of a missing heiress. Before Tempe can get to the one man with information, he's dead. Back in Montreal, three more women have died, their bodies brutally discarded and Tempe is convinced there's a link between their deaths and that of the heiress.

Rendell, Ruth

A new lease of death. 2009. 2v. Crime fiction.

Inspector Wexford; book 2. Of course Chief Inspector Wexford remembered the Painter case; it was the first murder case he had handled on his own. More than fifteen years later, the case is to be dug up again; there is someone who wants it retraced and re-examined and who wants Wexford proved wrong.

Sebold, Alice

The lovely bones. 2003. 4v. General fiction.

Watching from her place in heaven, Susie sees her happy, suburban family devastated by her death, isolated even from one another as they each try to cope with their terrible loss alone. Over the years, her friends and siblings grow up, fall in love, and do all the things she never had the chance to do herself. But life is not quite finished with Susie yet...

Scudamore, James

Heliopolis. 2009. 3v. General fiction.

Ludo undergoes a remarkable transformation, he first leaves, then returns to Sao Paulo city of his birth - but on the opposite sides of its social divide. Now twenty-seven, he works for a vacuous 'communications company', marketing unwanted, unaffordable products aimed at the very underclass into which he was born. He has developed an obsessive, adulterous love for his adoptive sister, whose husband is his only friend.

Smith, Zadie

White teeth. 2001. 6v. General fiction.

This is the story of three families, one Indian, one white, one mixed, in North London and Oxford from World War II to the present day. It deals with friendship, love, war, three cultures and three families over three generations, one brown mouse, and the tricky way the past has of coming back. 
Solzhenitsyn, Aleksandr

One day in the life of Ivan Denisovich. 1963. 2v. Classic fiction.

Ivan is serving a ten-year sentence in a Siberian labour camp. This is the story of one typical day. It is a glimpse of the fate of millions of Russians under Stalin, which shocked the world when it first appeared.

Spark, Muriel
The prime of Miss Jean Brodie. 2000. 2v. Classic fiction.

Miss Jean Brodie was a schoolmistress with a difference. Proud, cultured, romantic, her ideas were progressive, even shocking. And when she decided to transform a group of young girls under her tutelage into the "crème de la crème" of Marcia Blaine school, no one could have predicted the outcome.

Steel, Danielle

The wedding. 2001. 5v. Family stories.

Simon and Blaire are a couple who have defied the Hollywood cliches, keeping their marriage together for decades. Their daughter, Allegra, an attorney for the stars - a career which consumes much of her energy - has little time for her own life, until she finds herself planning her own wedding.

Titchmarsh, Alan
Folly. 2008. 3v. Romance.

Jamie Ballantyne and Artemis King were never meant to fall in love. The feud between their families has run for three generations. Jamie and Artemis start to uncover their shared past. What they find will rock the foundations of both their families, as a web of deceit and intrigue is ruinously exposed.
Toibin, Colm

Brooklyn. 2009. 3v. General fiction.

Leaving her family and home in Ireland in the 1950s, Eilis sets off to forge a new life for herself in Brooklyn, USA. But when tragic news summons her back to Ireland, she finds herself facing a terrible choice: between love and happiness in the land where she belongs and the promises she must keep on the far side of the ocean. 
Tomlin, Jenny

Sweetie. 2008. 3v. Crime fiction.

A series of horrific assaults on young children spreads through an East End community, each one more brutal. In a battle to protect their families - and seek revenge - it is the women of the community who make sure the attacker gets his just desserts.

Trevor, William

Love and summer. 2009. 2v. General fiction.

It's summer and nothing much is happening in Rathmoye. So it doesn't go unnoticed when a dark-haired stranger appears on his bicycle and begins photographing the mourners at Mrs Connulty's funeral. But Mrs Connulty's daughter, liberated at last by the death of her imperious mother, resolves to keep an eye on Florian Kilderry, and it's she who comes to witness the events that follow.

The history of Mr Polly. 2005. 3v. Classic fiction.

The 'little man', inefficient and lovable, prepares for suicide when his unprofitable shop, based in a small seaside town, faces bankruptcy. But courage fails him and he sets fire to the place instead. He calls upon resources he never knew he had to save himself from his landlady's ferocious nephew ....

Wells, H G

The invisible man. 2005. 2v. Classic fiction.

The classic story of the extraordinary experiences of a chemistry student who succeeded in making himself invisible.

Willingham, Michelle

Her warrior king. 2008. 3v. Romance.

Blackmail forced Patrick MacEgan into marriage - although he could not be forced to bed his Norman bride. But Isabel de Godred was as fair as she was determined to be a proper wife. She wished to help her proud warrior king with the burden of his responsibilities.

Woolf, Virginia

To the lighthouse. 2000. 3v. Classic fiction.

This is the story of the Ramsays, based on Virginia Woolf's own family. Written in the stream-of-consciousness style, the book examines family relationships, the traditional roles of the sexes, the tensions and love between husband and wife and the resentment children can feel for their parents.

Somewhere towards the end. 2009. 2v.

Diana Athill made her reputation as a writer with the candour of her memoirs. This is a lively narrative of events, lovers and friendships: the people and experiences that have taught her to regret very little, to resist despondency and to question the beliefs and customs of her own generation.

Bauby, Jean-Dominique

The diving-bell and the butterfly. 2002. 1v.

The author, a father of two and editor-in-chief of "Elle" magazine, suffered a massive stroke. When he regained consciousness, he was only able to move one muscle: his left eyelid. Yet his mind remained as active as ever. Signalling with his eyelid, he "dictated" this book. His dispatches are poignant and humorous. 
French, Dawn 

Dear Fatty. 2008. 3v.

This is a memoir of an event-packed life in the form of a series of letters by French, conjuring her transformation from a West Country RAF girl to a star of the cult alternative comedy group The Comic Strip. We are invited into her most personal relationships with (among others) her mother and father, her husband (fellow comedian Lenny Henry), and her comedic ally, Jennifer Saunders. 

Hayden, Torey L

The tiger's child. 2005. 3v.

Sheila was a deeply disturbed six-year old when she came into
