Harry Bosch series; book 2. When a body is found in a hotel room, it appears to be the body of a missing LAPD narcotics officer, apparently gone to the bad. The LAPD are quick to declare the death as a suicide, but Harry Bosch is not so sure. Fighting an attraction to the cop's widow, Bosch starts his own maverick investigation, which soon leads him over the borders, and into a dangerous world of shifting identities and deadly corruption.
Cornwell, Bernard 

The lords of the North. 2007. 5v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 22071601. Historical fiction.

The Saxon chronicles; book 3. The year is 878 and the Vikings have been thrown out of Wessex. Uhtred travels north to seek revenge on renegade Danish lord, Kjartan for his father's death. Together with a small band of warriors, Uhtred plans his attack on his enemy, revenge fuelling his anger, resolute on bloody retribution. But, he finds himself betrayed and ends up on a desperate slave voyage to Iceland.

Coppins Bridge series; book 2. Jane Darwen and her seven children coped with the running of their fish and fruit shop on the Isle of Wight, while Walter Darwen was doing his part in the Boer War. But this tranquil routine is upset by Walter's victorious return to Newport, and his reinstatement as head of the family.

Deaver, Jeffery 

The stone monkey. 2002. 7v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 22081901. Thriller.

Lincoln Rhyme series; book 4. In a race against time, Lincoln and Amelia are recruited to track down a cargo ship carrying two dozen illegal Chinese immigrants, as well as the notorious human smuggler and killer, Youling the Ghost. Can they stop the Ghost before he murders again? Contains violence. 

Dickinson, Margaret 

Sing as we go. 2008. 6v. Price: £5.99. Order No: 21806002. General fiction.

Kathy Burton goes to live in the city with her aunt who finds her a job in a department store. Kathy becomes captivated by the sophisticated and handsome floor manager, Tony Kendall. But she has reckoned without the devious mind of Tony's invalid mother, Beatrice Kendall. 

Donnelly, Jennifer 

The winter rose. 2006. 13v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 22071901. General fiction.

In London and Africa in the early days of the twentieth century, India

Selwyn-Jones is one of the rare new breed: a lady doctor. Her family, her ambitious fiancé and the male medical establishment all object but she insists on defying convention and finds a post in London's East End. There she meets a gangland boss called Sid Malone. But Sid Malone is not his real name and he has a past and enemies by the score.

Ellis, Alice Thomas 

The clothes in the wardrobe. 1993. 3v. For loan only. General fiction.

Summerhouse trilogy; book 1. Margaret, about to be married to Syl, feels numb and fatalistic. Mrs Munro, Syl's ancient mother, is tired of life and torn between relief and despair at Syl's unfathomable future. Lili, the wild spirit, heedless of convention, plans to avert disaster by creating a scandal. As each woman recounts the events leading up to Margaret and Syl's wedding day, this novel gives three perspectives on an emotional minefield.

Fitzek, Sebastian 

Therapy: a psychological thriller. 2008. 4v. For loan only. Psychological fiction.

Josy, a twelve year old girl, has an inexplicable illness and vanishes without trace from her doctor's office during treatment. Josy's father, well-known psychiatrist Viktor Larenz, has withdrawn himself to an isolated North Sea island. Then he's paid a surprise visit from a beautiful stranger; Anna Glass is a novelist and she suffers from an unusual form of schizophrenia: all the characters she creates for her books become real to her. To the French Riviera come Dick and Nicole Diver. Handsome, rich and glamorous, their dinners are legendary, their atmosphere magnetic. But something is wrong - Nicole has a secret and Dick a weakness. Together they head towards the rocks on which their lives crash - and only one of them really survives.

Goffette, Guy 
Forever nude; translated from the French by Frank Wynne. 2008. 1v. Price: £9.99. Order No: 21987101. Biographical fiction.
In Paris in 1893, Marie, a farmer's daughter is helped across a bustling street by a diffident young artist named Pierre Bonnard. She introduces herself not as Marie, but as Marthe de Meligny, the aristocratic daughter of Italian parents. Marthe becomes Bonnard's lover and muse for the next fifty years; before he met her there were no nudes in his work but afterwards her body, perched naked above a mirror of water or at her toilette, would dominate his art.
Gregory, Philippa 
The queen's fool. 2003. 8v. Price: £17.99. Order No: 22102201. Historical fiction.
The savage rivalry of the daughters of Henry VIII, Mary Tudor and Elizabeth, mirrors that of their mothers, Katherine of Aragon and Anne Boleyn. Each will fight by any available means for the crown and future of the kingdom. Contains passages of a sexual nature. 

Hill, Lawrence 

The book of Negroes. 2009. 8v. Price: £12.99. Order No: 21937302. Historical fiction.

The story of Aminata, a young girl abducted from her village in Mali in 1755, and who, after a deathly journey on a slave ship, is sold to a plantation owner in South Carolina and raped. She is brought to New York, where she escapes her owner, and finds herself helping the British by recording all the freed slaves on the British side in the Revolutionary War in The Book of Negroes (a real historical document that can be found today at the National Archives at Kew).

Hill, Reginald 

The death of Dalziel. 2007. 6v. Price: £12.00. Order No: 22072101. Crime fiction.

Dalziel and Pascoe series; book 22. Caught in the blast of a huge Semtex explosion, the only thing preventing Superintendent Andy Dalziel from stepping through Death's door might be his own size (and indomitable willpower). As he lies on a hospital bed, it falls on DCI Peter Pascoe to seek justice for Andy. Pascoe is certain of a conspiracy and the attempted murder of Yorkshire Police's most inept officer only convinces him further.
Johnson, Milly 

The Yorkshire pudding club. 2007. 5v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 22072201. Family stories.

Three South Yorkshire friends, all on the cusp of 40, fall pregnant at the same time following a visit to an ancient fertility symbol. For Helen, it's a dream come true. For Janey, it is an unmitigated disaster as she has just been offered the career break of a lifetime. For Elizabeth, it is mind-numbing, because she knows people like her shouldn't have children. 

Lawrence, D H 

The virgin and the gipsy. 2007. 2v. Price: £4.99. Order No: 21894002. Classic fiction.

Great loves series. A forerunner to Lady Chatterley's Lover, with its theme of love and desire across the classes, "The Virgin and the Gipsy" is a powerful evocation of the conflict between intuition and social convention.
Lewycka, Marina 

A short history of tractors in Ukrainian: a novel. 2005. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21359401. Family stories.

When their recently widowed father announces he plans to remarry, sisters Vera and Nadezhda realize they must put aside a lifetime of feuding in order to save him. His new love is a voluptuous gold-digger from the Ukraine, half his age, who stops at nothing in her single-minded pursuit of the luxurious Western lifestyle she dreams of. But the old man, too, is pursuing his eccentric dreams - and writing a history of tractors in Ukrainian.
Manotti, Dominique

When a cathode ray tube factory in a small French town is hit first by a strike and then by a suspicious fire, the battle for the take-over of the plant's beleaguered parent company heats up. Accusations of foul play fly, and rival contender Alcatel calls in its intrepid head of security Charles Montoya to investigate. He soon uncovers explosive revelations and a trail of murders, dirty tricks, blackmail, and corporate malfeasance.

The ex-files. 2006. 5v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21852802. Chick lit.

Fay Parker is beautiful, successful - and worried she'll never find her perfect match. So when she meets a caring, good-looking man who adores her, she casts aside any niggling doubts and accepts his proposal. In a bid to be modern and grown-up, the bride and groom invite a potentially explosive mix of ex-boyfriends and girlfriends. But there's one person present who has other ideas.
Morgan, Sarah 

The Italian's new-year marriage wish. 2007. 4v. Price: £4.99. Order No: 21787402. Romance.

Amy Avanti opens the door to Penhally Bay Surgery, knowing it will take her back to another life, where she was adoringly in love with her husband - and now she's back to finally set him free. But sexy Italian Dr Marco Avanti wants her back by his side, saving lives by day, making love by night. With the New Year approaching they are going to make a new beginning - and make their marriage magical again.
Morton, Kate 
The forgotten garden. 2008. 9v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21902402. Family stories.
On the eve of the First World War, a little girl is found abandoned on a ship to Australia. A mysterious woman called the Authoress had promised to look after her - but has disappeared without a trace. On the night of her twenty-first birthday, Nell Andrews learns the secret that will change her life forever.

When he is fifteen, Trond spends a summer in the country with his father. The accidental death of a child changes his life forever. As a 67-year-old man, and following the death of his wife, Trond has moved to an isolated part of Norway to live in solitude. A chance encounter with a character from the fateful summer of 1948 brings the painful memories flooding back, and will leave Trond even more convinced of his decision to end his days alone.

The school at Thrush Green. 1988. 4v. Price: £4.50. Order No: 21787502. Country life fiction.

Thrush Green; book 9. Nothing can be kept quiet for very long in the small community of Thrush Green so it is no surprise that the imminent retirement of schoolteachers Dorothy Watson and Agnes Fogerty provokes rumour and speculation. Will Winnie Bailey's eccentric nephew move into the school house?
Reynolds, Fleur 

Odalisque. 2002. 5v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 21017901. Erotic stories.
A Black Lace book. Auralie appears to have everything a woman could wish for, except revenge on her respectable cousin Jeanine. They are bitter rivals, locked into a sexual feud, whose façade of respectability masks deception and perverse secrets. Contains strong language and passages of a sexual nature.

Sansom, C J 

Sovereign. 2006. 8v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21857701. Historical/Crime fiction.

Shardlake series; book 3. Following the uncovering of a plot against his throne in Yorkshire and accompanied by a thousand soldiers, the cream of the nobility, and his fifth wife Catherine Howard, King Henry VIII is to attend an extravagant submission of the local gentry at York. Already in the city are lawyer Matthew Shardlake. As well as assisting with legal work processing petitions to the King, Shardlake has reluctantly undertaken a special mission – to ensure the welfare of an important but dangerous conspirator being returned to London for interrogation.

Sansom, C J 

Revelation. 2008. 10v. Price: £17.99. Order No: 21784702. Historical/Crime fiction.

Shardlake series; book 4. King Henry VIII is wooing Lady Catherine Parr, whom he wants for his sixth wife. Archbishop Cranmer and the embattled Protestant faction at court are watching keenly, for Lady Catherine is known to have reformist sympathies. Matthew Shardlake, meanwhile, is working on the case of a teenage boy, a religious maniac locked in the Bedlam hospital for the insane. 

Slaughter, Carolyn 

A black Englishman. 6v. 2005. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21853402. Romance.

Isabel, a young woman in search of herself and in flight from the ravages of the Great War, has married a career soldier whose brutality and cruelty sicken her. Upon arrival in India she is thrust headlong into a passionate and dangerous liaison with Sam, an Indian doctor who insists, against all the odds, on the right to be both black and British.

Smith, Wilbur 

The quest. 2007. 9v. Price: £18.99. Order No: 21960704. Historical fiction.

Egyptian series; book 4. Egypt is struck by a series of terrible plagues that cripple the Kingdom, and then the ultimate disaster follows. The Nile fails. The waters that nourish and sustain the land dry up. In desperation Pharoah sends for Taita, the only man who might be able to win through to the source of the Nile and discover the cause of all their woes. Contains strong language, violence and passages of a sexual nature. 

Steel, Danielle 

Crossings. 5v. 1982. Romance. UK loan only.

Wealthy Nick Burnham and Liane, wife of the French ambassador to the United States, fall in love at first sight, but they face the futility of their passion.
Thompson, Hunter S 
Fear and loathing in Las Vegas: a savage journey to the heart of the American dream. 2005. 3v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21851502. Biographical fiction. 
In this savage dissection of the American dream, the narrator enters Las Vegas armed with an arsenal of 'heinous chemicals'. His perilous, drug-enhanced confrontations with casino operators, bartenders, police officers and assorted representatives of the Silent Majority have a hallucinatory humour and nightmare terror. Contains strong language.
Tremain, Rose 

The colour. 2004. 7v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21851902. Historical fiction.

Joseph and Harriet Blackstone emigrate from Norfolk to New Zealand in search of new beginnings and prosperity. When Joseph finds gold in the creek he is seized by a rapturous obsession with the voluptuous riches awaiting him deep in the earth. Abandoning his farm and family, he sets off alone for the new gold-fields over the Southern Alps, a moral wilderness where many others, under the seductive dreams of 'the colour', are violently rushing to their destinies.

Tremain, Rose 

The road home. 2007. 6v. Price: £16.99. Order No: 22072401. General fiction.

Lev is on his way to Britain to seek work, so that he can send money back to Eastern Europe to support his mother and little daughter. Lev begins with no job, little money and few words of English. He only has his memories, his hopes and a certain alarming skill with the preparation of food.
Updike, John 

Marry me. 2008. 5v. Price: £9.99. Order No: 21853502. General fiction.

Over a summer of snatched weekends, furtive phone calls and illicit trysts under the hot sun at Connecticut beach, Sally and Jerry begin a passionate affair. They wish to be together, but both are married to other people - Sally to Richard and Jerry to Ruth, whom he still loves. Ruth and Richard, meanwhile, have a secret of their own.

Wharton, Edith 

Ethan Frome. 1993. 3v. Price: £4.99. Order No: 545830. Classic fiction.

Ethan Frome works his New England farm, and struggles to maintain a bearable existence with his difficult wife, Zeenie. But when Zeenie's cousin enters their household, Ethan finds himself obsessed with her and the happiness she comes to represent. The ill-starred trio move towards their tragic destinies.
Wilson, Robert Charles 
Spin. 2006. 9v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21849602. Science fiction.
The time is the day after tomorrow, and three adolescents - Diane and Jason Lawton, twins, and their best friend, Tyler Dupree - are out stargazing. Chamberlin draws on archaeology, biology, art, literature and ethnography to describe the relationship between humans and horses throughout history - from Alexander the Great to Genghis Khan, from the Moors in Spain and the knights in France to the great horse cultures of native America.

From the breakdown of Clough's testy relationship with Peter Taylor, his co-manager and joint founder of Forest's success, through the unrepeatable double European cup triumph, and on into the wilderness of the mid-eighties through which Clough's alcoholism would play an evermore damaging role, Hamilton had access to every aspect of the club, and more remarkably, the man in charge.
Irwin, Terri 

Steve and me. 4v. 2007. Price: £16.99. Order No: 21883101. 
Steve and Terri married in June 1992 and the footage of their crocodile-trapping honeymoon became the first episode of The Crocodile Hunter. Together, Steve and Terri changed the perception of conservation and sparked global interest in the animals of the Australian bush. Terri's book chronicles this work with their children Bindi and Bob and is her tribute to keeping Steve's memory and mission alive.

Jenkins, Katherine 

Time to say hello. 2008. 3v. For loan only. 

Katherine Jenkins is an international singing superstar who has brought classical music to the masses and inspired young and old with her incredible voice, her glamorous looks and, above all, her love for music, her country and her fans.
Khan, Amir 

Amir Khan: a boy from Bolton: my story. 2007. 4v. Price: £7.99. Order No: 21689902.

Amir Khan is a hard-working, twenty-first-century hero: a standard bearer for his Pakistani heritage, his Lancashire upbringing and the future of British boxing. At just seventeen, he won silver at the 2004 Olympics in Athens and when he turned professional in 2005, he won his first fight in 109 seconds.
O'Grady, Paul 

At my mother's knee... and other low joints. 2008. 5v. Price: £12.99. Order No. TR78B
Paul O'Grady tells story of his early life in Irish Catholic Birkenhead that started him on the long and winding road from mischievous altar boy to national treasure. It is a brilliantly evoked, hilarious and often moving tale of gossip in the back yard, bragging in the corner shop and slanging matches on the front doorstep, populated by larger-than-life characters with hearts of gold and tongues as sharp as razors.

Rogers, Byron 

The man who went into the west: the life of R S Thomas. 2007. 6v. For loan only.

Byron Rogers has unearthed the amazing story of this great British post-war poet's life, and that of his household - one both comic, absurd and touching. Here is a man who banned Hoovers from his house on the grounds of noise, whose first act on moving into an ancient cottage was to rip out the central heating, whose attempts to seek out more authentically Welsh parishes only brought him more into contact with loud English holidaymakers.

Our Betty: scenes from my life. 2007. 2v. Price: £6.99. Order No: 22072701.

Liz Smith is most often recognised for her role of Nana in The Royle Family. Unfortunately, as authors observe, we don't always choose well. The reason is that we all are susceptible to cognitive biases and blunders that make us human, fallible, and prone to error. Thaler and Sunstein show that the way we think can be used to our advantage: it is possible to design environments that make it more likely for us to act in our own interests.

Hadith are prophetic sayings illuminating the merits and virtues of the Quran. This anthology forms an introduction to the study of the sayings of Allah, which, together with the Holy Quran, contain the essential teachings of Islam.

Ruthven, Malise 

Fundamentalism: a very short introduction. 2007. Read by Jon Cartwright, 4 hours 56 minutes. TB 16637. 

Since it was coined by American Protestant evangelicals in the 1920s, the use of the term 'fundamentalist' has expanded to include a diverse range of radical conservatives and ideological purists, not all religious. Ruthven investigates fundamentalism's historical, social, religious, political, and ideological roots, and tackles the polemic and stereotypes surrounding this complex phenomenon.

The total budget was £760,000 and great athletes like Emil Zatopek and Fanny Blankers-Koen thrilled the crowds.

On the night of 28 September 1978 John Paul I died unexpectedly after a reign of thirty-three days. Rumours of foul play and a series of conspiracy theories began to circulate. John Cornwall was invited by the Vatican to conduct a new investigation into the true circumstances of Papa Luciani's death and the allegation that he was poisoned in an assassination plot involving senior prelates of the Roman Catholic Church.

RNIB has been working with mainstream publishers in an effort to increase the number of accessible format books available to people who struggle to read standard sized print. The ultimate aim is to enable people to go into a bookshop on the high Street and order a book in whatever format they choose.

RNIB, working with Publishers Licensing Society (PLS) and BBC Audiobooks, launched an initiative back in April this year to test the market for large print books in bookshops. These books are published under the "Focus - clearly a better read" logo and are in paperback format in 16-point type, making them easier to read than standard print books.
