Bonner, Hilary

For her, this is a time of solitary reading, daydreams, dancing, and the first disturbing encounters with sex.

The No. 1 ladies' detective agency series; book 11. Mma Ramotswe and Mma Makutsi are called to a safari lodge in Botswana's Okavango Delta to carry out a delicate mission on behalf of a former guest. The Okavango makes Precious appreciate the beauty of her homeland. However, it is also home to rival safari operators and disgruntled hippopotamuses. What's more, Mma Makutsi still does not have a date for her wedding and is feeling rather tetchy herself.

McCarthy, Tom

"C" follows the short, intense life of Serge Carrefax. Born into the petty Irish gentry, Barry volunteers for the British army. After seeing service in Germany he deserts and pursues the career of a gambler. In an effort to enter fashionable society he marries a titled heiress but is outwitted by her and ends his days in a debtors' prison.

A collection of short stories from the master of suspense. 
Berger, Thomas 

Little big man. 1999. 5v. Western.

The Cheyenne awarded Jack Crabb the title of Little Big Man. He dressed in skins, loved four wives and saw his people butchered by the soldiers of General Custer, the man he had sworn to kill. As a white man, Crabb tangled with Wyatt Earp, cheated Wild Bill Hickok and survived the Battle of the Little Bighorn.

Bierce, Ambrose 

Terror by night: classic ghost and horror stories. 2006. 4v. Ghost stories/Short stories.

Tales of mystery and the supernatural series. Of all the writers of ghost and horror stories, Ambrose Bierce is perhaps the most colourful. He was a dark, cynical and pessimistic soul who had a grim vision of fate and the unfairness of life, which he channelled into his fiction. 

Black, Holly 

The white cat. 2010. 3v. Fantasy.

The curse workers series; book 1. Cassel's family are one of the big five crime families in America. Ever since magic was prohibited in 1929 magic workers have been driven underground and into crime. But there is a secret at the centre of Cassel's family and he's about to inherit it.

Burgess, Anthony 

The complete Enderby. 2002. 8v. Short stories.

Enderby - poet, social critic, comrade and Catholic - may be found hiding in the lavatory where much of his best work is composed, or perhaps in Rome, brainwashed into respectability by a glamorous wife, aftershave and the dolce vita. But whether he is pursuing revenge and inspiration in Morocco, or writing a hit musical based on the life and work of Shakespeare, Enderby emerges triumphant.

The making of a marchioness. 2009. 3v. Classic fiction.

The author describes this book as 'a picture of a nice simple, sweet prosaic soul who arrives at a good fortune almost comic because it is in a way so incongruous. Its heroine is a sort of Cinderella with big feet instead of little ones'.

Christie, Agatha

And then there were none. 2003. 2v. Crime fiction.

Ten strangers are lured to an island mansion off the coast of Devon. Over dinner, a record begins to play, and the voice of an unseen host accuses each person of hiding a guilty secret. That evening, former reckless driver Tony Marston is found murdered by a deadly dose of cyanide. The survivors realise the killer is not only among them but is preparing to strike again! 
Crichton, Michael 

Pirate latitudes. 2009. 3v. Adventure.

Jamaica, in 1665 is a lone outpost of British power amid Spanish waters. Its capital, Port Royal, a cuthroat town of taverns and bawdy houses - the last place imaginable from which to launch an unthinkable attack on a nearby Spanish stronghold. Deaver, Jeffery 

The burning wire. 2010. 5v. Thriller.

Lincoln Rhyme series; book 9. The citizens of New York are under attack, with the electricity grid being controlled to grim criminal ends. Lincoln Rhyme realises the attacks are not terror-inspired, but the work of a criminal, whose manipulation of electricity in all its forms will give Rhyme and his co. their biggest ever headache.

Donoghue, Emma 

Room. 2010. 4v. General fiction.

Jack lives with his Ma in a small room, which has a locked door and a skylight. He loves watching TV but he knows that nothing he sees on screen is truly real - only him, Ma and the things in the room. Until the day Ma admits that there's a world outside. His predecessor has died in suspicious cirucmstances, and the ex-prime minister turns out to be a man with secrets - with the power to kill.
Harry, Lilian

Corner house girls. 2000. 5v. General fiction.

Corner house girls; book 1. When cousins Jo and Phyl decide to become Lyons Corner House waitresses they have no idea how their lives are about to change. They are whisked from family life in Woolwich to digs in London, but soon make friends with both waitresses and customers. There are boyfriends, lovers and fiances, friendship and romance, but as the Second World War becomes increasingly imminent, the future of these men and women seems more and more uncertain.
Harry, Lilian 

Kiss the girls goodbye. 2001. 5v. General fiction.

Corner House girls series; book 2. This story follows the lives of the five waitresses first encountered in Corner House Girls, observing their families, boyfriends, husbands, customers and friends as they endure the harrowing drama of the Second World War. 

Hickman, Katie

The Pindar diamond. 2010. 3v. Historical fiction.

It's Venice, 1604. Rumours of a spectacularly rare diamond begin to circulate amongst the gamblers and courtesans of the Venetian demi-monde. The Levant Company merchant, Paul Pindar, is convinced that the jewel is somehow linked to the fate of his former love. As his obsession with the mysterious stone grows it becomes clear that there are other, more sinister forces at play. 

Hill, Reginald 

The woodcutter. 2010. 5v. Thriller.

Wolf Hadda has risen to become a successful entrepreneur. However, a knock on the door one morning ends it all. Universally reviled he is thrown into prison while protesting his innocence. Hobb, Robin

Dragon keeper. 2009. 5v. Fantasy.

Rain wild chronicles; book 1. Guided by the great blue dragon Tintaglia, they came from the sea: a Tangle of serpents fighting their way up the Rain Wilds River, the first to make the perilous journey to the cocooning grounds in generations. Jacobson, Howard 

The Finkler question. 2010. 4v. General fiction.

Julian Treslove, a former BBC radio producer, and Sam Finkler, a Jewish philosopher are old school friends. Despite a prickly relationship they've never lost touch with each other - or with their former teacher, Libor Sevick. Now, both Libor and Finkler are recently widowed, and with Treslove, his chequered record with women rendering him an honorary third widower, they dine at Libor's grand, central London apartment. Transferred to Cyprus to defend the colony, Hal takes his wife, Clara, and their daughters with him but is pulled into atrocities that take him further from Clara, a betrayal that is only one part of a shocking personal crisis to come.

Kellaway, Lucy 

In office hours. 2010. 5v. Chick lit.

Stella Bradberry and Bella Chambers work for Atlantic Energy, a global oil company in London. Both women are so straightforward and sensible. So what possesses each of them to embark on heart-wrenching affairs with men they wouldn't have looked twice at outside the office?

Kureishi, Hanif

The Buddha of suburbia. 1999. 4v. General fiction.

The story of Karim Amir, "an Englishman born and bred - almost", who lives with his English mother and Indian father in the South London suburbs.
Leather, Stephen

Nightfall. 2010. 4v. Thriller.

Jack Nightingale; book 1. Jack Nightingale's life is turned upside down the day that he inherits a mansion with a priceless library; it comes from a man who claims to be his father, and it comes with a warning. That Nightingale's soul was sold at birth and a devil will come to claim it on his thirty-third birthday just three weeks away. But when people close to him start to die horribly, he is led to the inescapable conclusion that real evil may be at work.

The angel's game. 2009. 5v. General fiction.

Set in the turbulent 1920s, this takes us back to the gothic universe of the Cemetery of the Forgotten Books, the Sempere and Son bookshop, and the winding streets of Barcelona's old quarter, in a masterful tale about the magic of books and the darkest corners of the human soul.

The Hopkins manuscript. 2005. 4v. Science fiction.

A post-apocalyptic story about an earth devastated because of a collision with the Moon. Its sober language and realistic depiction of an average man coming to terms with a ruined England is said to have been an influence on later science fiction authors.
Shreve, Anita

A change in altitude. 2009. 3v. General fiction.

During an arduous ascent to the summit of Mount Kenya a horrific accident occurs. In its aftermath, Margaret struggles to understand what happened on the mountain and how it has transformed her and her marriage, perhaps for ever. Hill, Gerri

Behind the pine curtain. 2006. Read by Amy Finegan, 7 hours 52 minutes. TB 17606. Gay fiction.

Banished from her family at the age of seventeen because she is gay, Jaqueline Keys is returning to the tiny town of Pine Springs after fifteen years. Soon she is face-to-face with Kay, the woman who had been Jackie's very first crush all those years ago. History

LaPierre, Laurier L

Québec: a tale of love. 2001. Read by John Lane, 17 hours 15 minutes. TB 17879.

A history of Quebec from Cartier's arrival in the early 1500s to the present. The historical narrative is punctuated by dialogues between the author and various historical visitors who comment on, argue about, or embellish their lives and their place in history - Domagya, a Mohawk prince encountered by Cartier; Marie de l'Incarnation, an Ursuline nun who came to New France in 1639; Christoph Dufrost de la Jemerais, nephew of Pierre Verendrye, the Canadian who forged a route through the northwest; and many more.

Rappaport, Helen

Ekaterinburg: the last days of the Romanovs. 2009. Read by Joanna Mackie, 12 hours 56 minutes. TB 17697.

On 4 July 1918, a new commandant took control of a closely guarded house in the Russian town of Ekaterinburg. His name was Yakov Yurovsky, and his prisoners were the Imperial family: the former Tsar Nicholas, his wife Alexandra, and their children. Thirteen days later, at Yurovsky's command, and on direct orders from Moscow, the family was gunned down in a blaze of bullets in a basement room. This is the story of those murders, which ended 300 years of Romanov rule.

Seton-Watson, Hugh

The Russian empire, 1801-1917. 1967. Read by Stephan Hodsonovich, 36 hours 4 minutes. TB 17584. 

Surveys the development of the Russian empire from the reign of Alexander I to the abdication of Nicholas II. The book centres on political and social history - the history of institutions, classes, political movements, and individuals. Attention is also paid to the non-Russian peoples, who formed half the population of what was essentially a multi-national empire.
