Mobile Phone Accessibility Toolkit:

Notes on Setting Up JAWS to Read MS Excel Forms
This document gives instructions on how best to set up JAWS to work with the Mobile Phone Accessibility Toolkit evaluation completion forms.  There are two completion forms, and both of them use the same JAWS settings.

Please refer to the list of assumptions at the end of these instructions.

Procedure

1. With JAWS running, open either of the Excel workbooks, and ensure that the focus is on the completion form worksheet.
2. Place the focus on the merged cell A1-A2.
3. In JAWS, go to the verbosity menu (insert+V).  A tree of options appears, all branches of which are shown, although it is possible to close off unwanted branches with the left/right arrow keys.  An option is focused with the up/down arrow keys, or by pressing its first letter, and its value is changed by pressing the spacebar repeatedly until the desired setting is spoken.  Settings are saved automatically.  The first option of the tree can be jumped to with Home, and the last by End.  The verbosity menu is exited with Escape or Enter.
4. Select the heading "Title reading", then "Title reading detection" (or just press T and T).  Change the option to "Read both titles".
5. Press Home to reach the first heading - Formatting, and F to select "Font, color and attribute changes indication" and set it to "On".
6. Escape out of the verbosity menu.

Note:-
· Although row headers and column headers now speak, the following caveats apply:-

· The "Frequency" heading only speaks when the first of the five columns under it is focused.
· The "Priority rating" heading only speaks when the first of the six columns under it is focused.

· To make JAWS speak the item description as the row heading instead of the reference number, place the focus on A2 instead of on A1 when setting the "Title reading detection" option.
· If it is envisaged that the Excel files are to be moved from the location where the above settings have been made, then another JAWS setting needs to be made in order for JAWS to regard the new file as identical.  Do the following:-
· In the JAWS verbosity menu (Insert+V), go to the "Workbook Settings" option and set it to "best fit".  (The default is "exact match".)

Assumptions

· JAWS V10 has been used.  JAWS V9 should work fine, but earlier versions may not have all the options described, or may not interact as well with Excel.

· MS Excel 2003 was used.  Other versions may work differently, or may not work at all.
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
