The emphasis is on reading braille, and the material is introduced in small steps, with no previous knowledge of braille assumed. These standard print picture books for nursery and primary-aged children, have been interleaved with braille on clear plastic sheets in a choice of grade 1 or 2, so that pictures and text are not obscured.

The books enable children who are learning to read through braille, to share print books with their sighted families, classmates and friends. They are also useful for blind adults wanting to read with sighted children. 
Currently over 12,000 titles are available for loan. They include both popular fiction and national curriculum-related non-fiction. Some slim braille volumes for newly fluent readers are available, as well as a growing collection of Moon books and tactile books.

The teaching guide includes ideas for activities to encourage general tactile exploration as well as ways of introducing the Moon letters. Neale analysis of reading ability (NARA) by RNIB

The Neale Analysis of Reading Ability (NARA) measures accuracy, rate of reading and comprehension in children aged 5-18 who use braille. The test can help teachers to plan teaching programmes; ensure that reading materials match children's abilities; diagnose needs so that appropriate action can be taken; check that specific learning skills have been acquired; probe children's interests in reading. Two paralleled standardised tests allow teachers to monitor children's performance without them becoming familiar with the passages. Firsthand is designed to teach adults of any age, to touch-read and write grade 1 braille, primarily for use in such areas as labelling and reading and writing short notes. It is not a "teach yourself" course and should be taught by someone with a good knowledge of braille and touch reading techniques. The introduction of the alphabet and other signs is gradual and gives the learner ample opportunity to assimilate these signs and to practise touch reading. The course consists of 7 slim volumes and a teachers' handbook is available separately in large print or braille. On completion of volume 4 of Firsthand, the learner can choose to transfer to the second volume of Fingerprint to learn grade 2 braille (which offers a much wider range of reading material), or stick with grade 1 and complete the remaining volumes of Firsthand.

The Learner's Library

Our National Library Service has a learner's library based in Stockport, which includes a variety of short stories and other easy-to-read material in grade 1 or grade 2 braille and special learner formats. They also stock some titles with enlarged braille cells, which can be useful to a recent learner not yet fully confident in their sense of touch. Titles in "parabraille" have divided pages, with the grade 1 braille translation of the grade 2 story at the bottom of each page, to enable new readers to look up forgotten or unmet signs. RNIB runs a correspondence course in reading and writing braille from grade 1 up to grade 2 English braille. No prior knowledge of braille is needed. The course is designed for sighted adults who are interested in using braille as a means of communication and support. These might include teachers, teaching assistants, support and care workers and parents. There is also a fast track option for individuals who already have a good working knowledge of braille. The course is accredited as a BTEC Advanced Certificate at level 3 and leads to a final examination which assesses all the skills learned. There are two opportunities each year to start the course. Applications should be made by 16 January or 16 September.

Louis Braille invented "braille", a world wide system of embossed type used by blind and partially sighted people for reading and writing. It has been adapted to almost every known language, from Albanian to Zulu. He died in 1852 and, for a while, it seemed as if this system would die with the inventor. Thankfully a few key people realised the importance of this invention. In 1868, Dr Thomas Armitage led a group of four blind men to found the British and Foreign Society for Improving the Embossed Literature of the Blind. This small band of friends grew and grew to become Royal National Institute of Blind People (RNIB). We are now the largest publisher of braille in Europe.
