Terms and Conditions, and Declaration Form

Introduction

Please read the following Terms and Conditions of use for the electronic textbook files distributed by RNIB from the Department of Education (DfE) textbook pilot, then sign and return the Declaration at the end for the title(s) you are requesting. 

This document sets out the conditions under which you can use the files for visually impaired and print-impaired learners only, and by signing, you are agreeing to abide by these conditions allowing RNIB to release the file(s) to you.  

1. Terms and Conditions

Permission to use the electronic textbook files is subject to the following conditions.

Provision of the files to schools

1. A school may use the files for visually impaired or print-impaired learners within their school. 

2. The school must have an existing 'CLA Schools Photocopying and Scanning Licence'. 

3. The school must own a print copy of the title requested.

Provision of the files to ‘Specialist Producers’

The term 'Specialist Producers' applies to people who support visually impaired and print-impaired learners in the provision of materials, but do not work in the relevant school with the learners they support (this may apply to those working in local authorities for example).  

4. Specialist Producers may use the files for visually impaired or print-impaired learners within their local authority, providing the destination school owns a print copy of the title requested. 

5. Specialist Producers will fall under RNIB's own 'CLA Print Disability Licence' as a subsidiary.

6. RNIB is required to record and report your details as subsidiaries to CLA.

Schools and Specialist Producers MAY

· Store the Files on a computer or electronic device belonging to the School/Authority, for the purposes of sharing with visually impaired and print-impaired learners in your School/Authority, providing appropriate safeguards are in place to prevent unauthorised file-sharing.

· Store the Files on a computer or electronic device belonging to the School/Authority, for the purposes of converting the file into an Accessible Format, and making this Accessible Format available to visually impaired and print-impaired learners within your School/Authority.

· Store the Files on a computer or electronic device belonging to the School/Authority.

The Learner MAY

· Store the Files on his/her own computer or electronic device, for sole personal use.

· Convert the file, or elements of it, into an Accessible Format, for sole personal use.

· Access the Files on a computer or electronic device belonging to the School/Authority for personal use, providing appropriate safeguards are in place to prevent unauthorised file-sharing.

Schools, Specialist Producers and Learners MAY NOT 

· Download, copy, print, or make the File or Accessible Format available via any method, including use of the world wide web, in full or in part, even to non-commercial parties, apart from the allowed use set out above.

· Use either the File or the Accessible Format for any commercial purpose.

· Make the File available to anyone other than those that need access to them in order to carry out the conversion to the Accessible Format(s) required.

Schools, Specialist Producers and Learners MUST:

· Not alter the material, except as required for conversion to the Accessible Format(s). 

· Retain the integrity of the text through your methods of delivery and use.

· Make full reference to the original book title, author, and publishing details in the Accessible Format.

Please note that whilst the author retains copyright in the Work, the original publisher has the exclusive publishing rights in the Work, and also has copyright in the design, layout and typography. As such, the publisher is entitled to take legal action should illegitimate copies of the work be distributed by yourself or any third party, or should you be found otherwise in breach of their rights.
