For example, specialist software, video magnifiers (CCTVs), pocket video magnifiers, note-taking devices, scanners and DAISY players.

· Understand about a wide range of access technology software and hardware

· Adapt a PC for a blind or partially sighted person 

· Make a simple document more accessible

· Know which mainstream technologies, such as LCD monitors or voice recorders, can help blind and partially sighted people
